Supported by Film Hub North, this event is an attempt to engage the audiencesina
contructive and insightful dialogue about the legacy of the Empire following 75
years of Indian independence from the Colonial rule on August 15, 1947. Sadly,
freedom from 200 years of British tyranny came at a heavy cost and led to the
greatest humanitarian crisis of the 21st century in the Indian subcontinent,
causing the partition of India, the subsequent birth of Pakistan (August 14, 1947),
and the creation of Bangladesh (March 26, 1971).

2022 also marks the 50th anniversary of the arrival of nearly 27,000 Ugandan
Asians in Britain as refugees after being expelled by president Idi Amin. 50 years
on, the Ugandan Asian community has gone on to thrive and emerge as one of the
most inspiring success stories from the Indian diaspora in Britain.
